o If your tour Fme is 11:15: Students will store lunch bags and water boPles in our GePy coolers before 
beginning the tour. AQer the tour, schools will either have explora1on 1me or be directed to the Garden 
Terrace for lunch. Please review the schedules ahead of 2me. 

o If your tour Fme is 1:15: Your lunch will be BEFORE the tour. Staff will direct you from the tram to the 
Garden Terrace. If needed, please use GePy coolers to temporarily store leQovers. To start your tour, meet 
staff at the front of the museum 10 minutes prior to your scheduled tour 2me.   

IMPORTANT: Students will only have 30 minutes for lunch. To avoid tour delays, we suggest schools bring 
lunches instead of buying food at the coffee cart, cafeteria, or Garden Terrace Café. Food and beverages are not 
allowed in the galleries.
